Should you have a safeguarding incident take place within pickleball activity
involving tennis members at your venue, and / or LTA accredited coaches you
can contact the LTA dedicated safeguarding team for support here.

Should you have a safeguarding incident take place within pickleball activity but
involving pickleball only members of your venue, you will need to refer this to
Pickleball England.
